Description

The property is situated in a prominent position in the heart of Winchester City Centre 
on Jewry Street which, in itself is a very popular office location in the city, being just 5 
minutes’ walk from the main line train station (London waterloo 60 mins). Jewry Street 
also benefits from a good number of restaurants and independent shops. 

The city is served by the M3 motorway to London which connects to the A34 giving 
access to the midlands and Southampton and the extensive road network including the 
M3, A272 A31, A30 and A303. There are various parking facilities in the City Centre with 
the nearest multi-storey car park located at Tower Street. There are also park and ride 
schemes located off Junctions 10 and 11 of the M3. 

Winchester itself is an attractive, vibrant and affluent Cathedral City and county town 
and a very popular tourist destination. It is the base for Hampshire County Council and 
Winchester City Council which combined have a significant workforce. The University of 
Winchester and Winchester School of Art also draw a significant number of students and 
visitors to the City.
